General Call to Order:

    Quorum of directors in attendance noted.

New Business –

Minutes are on the website for approval at the next meeting.

The school board approved covering half of the cost for the basketball baskets/back boards in the KES gymnasium.  The overall cost of two Porter #917 forward folding back stops, manual winch controls, Rectangular Wood Backboards, #221 standard goals, Glue on backboard pads, delivered, labor, and installation is quoted as $11,424.88 by John Pourde, Regional Sales, Robert H. Lord Company.   KYAA is proposing to the Recreation Dept. to split half of the cost for this project as it benefits the school and its programs.
Director Reports –
General discussion about the content of the website, and in particular the minutes, which should be updated there in a timely fashion and so noted.
Mike S. basketball report would like to send home info. About the KYAA Basketball programs for kids and adults in the 1st Wednesday packet sent home once the kids are back in school.  Discussion of fee, t-shirts, and the duration of each basketball session and fee for various age groups.

Dave M. Baseball report – Exeter JBL quoted in local paper as saying that they appreciate using the best fields in NH even with the rain and thanks to the grounds crew to make it that way.  There is much work to hosting a Cal Ripken Tournament and those few volunteers should be commended on an excellent job well done!  The regional level of the Cal Ripken Tournament unfortunately can not be held on Kensington fields as they require two identical fields.  In the near future it is the view of the board that itemized detail of the work that went into the Tourney be documented to assess efforts taken by KYAA to make it work.  
Noreen Hall soccer report – Deadline set for soccer registration of Sept.10th.  Registration started immediately following this meeting and is advertised on the KES information kiosk in front the school.  Noreen has completed a generic registration form to be assumed for all sports with the cover letter covering anything unique to each program offered.  The registration form and Introduction Letter are ongoing and are available off of the organizations website.  

No Treasurers report – approx. current balance of $7400.

Dave P. Softball report working on tournament T-Shirt sales, and the gathering, inventory, storage of softball equipment under way.  

Secretary Report – Tasked by the EYSA board to propose their paid usage of the Multi-purpose and outfields of other adjoining fields usage for two week nights and afternoons on weekends for practice/games.   This will be presented to the Recreation Department at their meeting tomorrow night.  EYSA would also set up and maintain lines for the fields for the size and configuration of their requirements.  This aids the Kensington in town programs as they do not need to infer the time and cost of the task of lining the fields and for their age groups any configuration is useable for the U6 and U8 programs.  In the near future volunteers will be asked to help assemble the goals, nets, and anchors for the various soccer nets as requirements become apparent.  All soccer materials – Pug nets, balls, bags, etc. are now being stored in the outfield shed located behind the outfield fence on the adult softball field.  
   Proposal from Lili S. to have a Tent City night TBD during the month of August with tent space being rented, a movie shown, the snack shack and facilities open and a great chance for the community to gather and just have some fun. Dave Macek made motion to send this proposal on to the Recreation Committee for approval, seconded by Noreen Hall, all in favor.  

KYAA was asked if they would like to have a table at the town park for the July 12th event and while appreciated we as an organization would like our members to go and enjoy this time and this gift with their families.  

Discussion of a committee to oversee updates to the KYAA website and keep things updated in a timely fashion.  General desire to have limited number of people other than the webmaster to update material specific to the programs they manage.  This will be discussed in future meetings.
