 Adopt a Field:  
The Trust would like the KYAA adopt a field.   This would entail cutting the cost of the field.   The Trust is suggesting that the KYAA to donate money so that they would purchase all the same chemicals for all the fields.  The chemicals would be either Semi-organic or all organic.
The trust suggested:
The first, would be to get a few local vendors to work the field and volunteer their time into managing the grounds.  KYAA’s donation of the chemical would be put on thru the local vendors doing the maintenance.
Or secondly,  to have the KYAA to take responsibility of the whole field which would consist of putting down the chemical material, maintenance ground work thru out the season.
