Tom Feiden, KYAA President, set the agenda and ran the meeting.

General Call to Order:

    Quorum of directors in attendance noted.

Review of Past Minutes:

    Motion to accept prior minutes made by John Andreasse, second by Dave Macek, unanimous approval.

Director Reports:

    No reports as such except for reiteration by Tim Cannon that a new soccer coordinator must be nominated at the forth coming elections.

New Business:

Review of Draft of KYAA Bylaw revisions, in preparation for vote at Jan. 2007 meeting.  Discussion followed that in addition to the KYAA bylaw revisions that the intention is to have three other sources of material for KYAA reference: 1) KYAA Code of Ethics Document 2) KYAA Coordinator’s Manual/Guide 3) KYAA Grievance Procedure.   Much discussion about clarification of the distinction between various membership levels and powers granted.   Clarification was requested for the checks and balances that non-executive members can place on participating and voting members.  The bylaw committee noted this and would send revisions with specific wording to address these concerns and also change the term of executive members from one to two years duration {and correct wording in bylaws}.

 Brought to the attention of the Rec. Committee Liason that the rear gate to the field is in need of repair.   Discussion followed regarding enhancements to the back stop to promote safety.  

Mark Finerty noted that the Town Park fields someone had driven their car and chewed up the fields and the need for locks to secure the Town Park from further destruction.

 Dave Macek informed the group that the Salt Shed roof repairs are completed and that he will start taking inventory of the various equipment for all sports.

Jan. 16, 2007 will be the next KYAA meeting and henceforth the third Tuesday of every month in the year 2007.  At the Jan. meeting vote to accept the amended Bylaws, February meeting annual elections for all KYAA executive positions.  

Meeting in Dec. with the selectman and interested individuals to discuss the shelved Town Park enhancements and potential for recreational opportunities to all Kensington residents.  Those attending will inform the KYAA at the next meeting as to the topics of discussion with the intent that KYAA can help both in direction and potentially funding of said improvements.
Dave Podalsky stated that some time in Feb. or March there would be a Softball meeting.

Discussion of potential fundraising {interested parties} opportunities and review of the fees for all KYAA programs and perhaps fees for those that do not volunteer {make registration and volunteering a requirement of enrollment}.  Some discussion of a snack shack and what role KYAA would play in such an endeavor.
Tim Cannon reiterated to John Sawyer that he should inform all of the KYAA members of his interest in the Diamond League ‘resurrection’ but that as yet nothing had been asked of the KYAA and the concern that KYAA had already decided this issue and could not ‘serve two masters’.  John Sawyer was sending out a letter to see what intentions and if Kensington had the numbers to field a team{s} and such that would be interested in such an endeavor.  If the participation was there, John then needed to define what support he would desire from the KYAA and perhaps Recreation departments and such would be discussed at such time.

The Kensington Congregational Church hands out a packet to new residents to town.  Tim Cannon suggested that perhaps the KYAA have information about their programs in that folder.  John A. mentioned that the KES children bring home a blue folder with mail items every week and if KYAA gave the school new folders then this would go a long way towards fostering awareness of the KYAA and its mission.

Tom Feiden was going to look into the 501C form that is a requirement of both Pfizer and Gillette {and other companies?!?} in order for them to give KYAA tax free contributions for recreational programs.

Request from Mike Spinosa {through Recreation Department} that it would be great if in the KES gym if there were two more backboards/baskets in the gym in order to have two full courts {half court sized}.   Currently Rec. was asking the builders if there was a structural reason for them being absent, and if not, then perhaps KYAA could help fund or donate it to KES.  

Discussion from John Andreasse that for baseball there are many summer baseball skill camps in this area that make big money as a one time event {or weekend event}.  This would be another means to both foster the KYAA mission and generate revenue for its programs.
