DODGEBALL RULES
*Our dodge ball games are played with 10 round, 8 inch Nerf balls only.  NO PLAYGROUND BALLS!  

*Two teams lined up on two opposing end lines.  Balls placed on the center line.  *On the signal players run out and grab the balls and start the game.

*Object is to get all the other team out before your team is out.

You are out if:

1. You get hit anywhere on the body below the shoulders.  If the ball bounces it is considered “dead ball.”  Balls must be thrown in the air to hit the other players without a bounce or roll.

2. You throw a ball and it is caught by a member of the other team.

3. You try to catch a ball but drop it…you are out.

4. If you accidentally hit someone in the head you are out.

*If you catch a ball, not only is the thrower out, but the first 2 players in  your  “out” line of members are back in … yea, this is a good thing!

*Once you are out, you go to your team’s sideline and encourage your teammates to catch a ball so you can get back in the game!

SPECIAL SITUTATIONS:

If you try to catch a ball but miss it, but a player on your team catches it before it hits the ground, no one is out...he/she saved you, the thrower is not out and your team is not back in...
