General Call to Order:

Director Reports:

Tim Cannon – Soccer – membership will solicit someone to fill the role of soccer coordinator as no one has come forth to be elected as such at this meeting.  Tim Cannon will work on the soccer coordinator manual to provide ‘how-to’ documentation for future soccer coordinator.  Discussed EYSA meeting and future of soccer for Exeter and Seacoast area.

Tim Cannon – Secretary – next meeting March 20th.  What has been completed since last meeting: New logo, $100 Enrichment Auction gift from KYAA and thanks to Lynne Bonitatibus for acquiring gift at deep discount, pursuing costs of Kid Safe On-line registration with E7Sports.com to assess and make recommendations to board,  start of mechanism and requirements for someone to submit requests to the board. 
General board - Treasurer – once a new treasurer is elected should have an external audit of the books and whatever additional information is pursued for IRS status and qualifications of a non-profit organization.

Mark Finerty – Baseball – Discussion of Exeter League and their desire to fund field renovation at Sawyer field.  March 13th vote we will know if town park renovation will occur and if so then ask Exeter League if funds can be acquired and used as deemed necessary to improve the field.  

Dave Macek – Equipment – inventory of sports equipment as gathered.
John Andreasse – Rec. Dept Liaison –Request for locks on the gates at the town park, additional keys accessible for the salt shed, more boulders to block 4 wheel access to town park fields.  Perhaps budget if park renovation occurs for remote camera’s w/feed into the police station.  
Dave Podalsky – Softball – Registrations received and practices should begin in early March.  
Old Business:

Budget will be determined and assessed for all KYAA programs in regards to adjusting enrollment fees.  
Tom Feiden has the books and will meet with Tim Cannon and Gary Bonitatibus, if they are elected, in order to open a new KYAA checking account and become signateurs.  

Diamond League – appreciate what John Sawyer has done but KYAA had already voted and we need to ensure we are not misleading him. KYAA can not properly sustain that program as this time.  The sustainability of enrollment in this league is in question as the largest class in the school will be leaving after this school year and Kensington most likely would not be able to sustain commitments of teams to both leagues.   Led to discussion of mechanism to approach the board and short debate about the feasibility and success of such an endeavor due to the dynamic nature and commitment of KYAA resources.
