Tom Feiden, KYAA President, set the agenda and ran the meeting.

General Call to Order:

    Quorum of directors in attendance noted.

Review of Past Minutes:

    Motion to accept prior minutes made by John Andreasse, second by Mark Finerty, unanimous approval.

Director Reports:

Tim Cannon – Soccer - will solicit previous coaches and contacts for a new soccer coordinator that must be nominated at the forth coming elections in February else the fall season is in jeopardy.  
General board - Treasurer – once a new treasurer is elected should have an external audit of the books and whatever additional information is pursued for IRS status and qualifications of a non-profit organization.

Dave Macek – Equipment – the shed in regards to KYAA goods are cleaned, the salt shed office is clean and ready for usage as it can be locked, inventory for various sports will start soon.

John Andreasse – Rec. Dept Liaison – Extension of the back stop on Sawyer Field is completed for $3k and the netting is no longer necessary.  Request for locks on the gates at the town park, additional keys accessible for the salt shed, more boulders to block 4 wheel access to town park fields.
Dave Podalsky – Softball – Feb. or March 2007 meeting forthcoming.  Registration and information packets will be sent home through the school within the next month or so.  Information regarding softball {and all sports} will be made available for the Enrichment Auction table in the hall outside of the auction itself.  
Mark Finerty – Baseball – speaking as the Exeter Liaison the deadline for enrollment in that league falls on Feb. 17th and there is one day that there is a table available to bring enrollment forms on their website.  March 10th are tryouts, April 30 practice, May 5th opening day for field usage.  Request of Jeff Dickinson to allow the Eagle Scout presentation of the dugouts for baseball usage prior to that first May 5th game.  Request from John Andreasse for the contact information of the Exeter League scheduler.  Work on the field not done due to timing of the season {wet} and there will be future discussion dependant on park improvements at a future meeting.  Seeding is required, infield turned at Sawyer, and concern for the field being ‘wasted’ as much damage was done in the particularly wet season prior. 

Old Business:

Bylaws revision dated 01/16/07 had verbiage changes and clarification of voting membership rights and addressed wording giving the board some ability to quell frivolous concerns distracting the board from its agenda for conducting business.  John Andreasse made the motion to accept the bylaws as written, second by Dave Macek, unanimous approval.  Now that they are approved they will be made available to the public upon request.
  Discussion followed of establishing a KYAA website and work generously provided by Lynne Bonitatibus.  Lynne asked several questions about the domain name and service provider.  A motion not to exceed $14 a month for website hosting was made by John Andreasse, second by Dave Macek, unanimous approval.  Work to be done by Tim Cannon to create an appropriate KYAA logo to be used for both the website and all future correspondence from KYAA.  Elections take precedence for the boards time this month but will ask Lynne in the near future if KYAASPORTS.ORG or some variation there of is available.
    The secretary will write a letter to Alan Lewis to thank him for his generous support of KYAA programs in the past.  

    $50 donation made to Enrichment Auction and used to purchase pop up goals, soccer ball, and shin guards.  

    Discussion by John Sawyer regarding his interest in having KYAA support a Diamond League Kensington team for the older age {older than Tee-Ball} groups.  John requested that for the future KYAA present a list of criteria that must be met in order to accept proposals to either expand or enter into new programs.  A letter was sent home by the KYAA to ensure that Kensington children do not miss the deadlines and try outs for the Exeter baseball programs.    

Feb. 20th will be the next meeting with the election of new officers.

New Business:

John Andreasse and Dave Macek informed the KYAA of the proposed improvements to both the Town Park and Sawyer Fields areas to be funded by Alan Lewis.  The details of this proposal are still in process but sports fields and facilities are in the plan as well as parking to support these new athletic fields.  In the future KYAA may serve to facilitate maintenance and funding for a foundation that has the responsibility to fund raise improvements and maintenance fees for the new facilities.
