Meeting Notes

Attendees:  Steve McDonough, Tim Cannon, John Andreasse, Tom Feiden, Gary Bonitatibus, Mark Finnerty,  Penelope Peterson


Steve McDonough, KYAA President, set the agenda and ran the meeting.

Noted that there is a quorum of KYAA members attending this meeting.

· Secretary read the letter of resignation of current KYAA Treasurer Peter Stackhouse.  In his letter, he noted that he currently is the sole signatory at Citizen’s Bank for the KYAA, and that he would assist the new Treasurer in getting up to speed.  

· Discussion of minutes, that they should be sent out prior to the next meeting, and any corrections made at that time.

· Secretary Tim Cannon read a document ‘Thoughts from the Secretaries Desk’ which was distributed to all attendees.  The content of this document can be summarized to lend focus to the association and basis for discussion until the 2007 elections and board positions are filled.

· Discussion of Exeter Junior League and the scheduling for Sawyer Field.  KYAA will need to make recommendation to Recreation Dept. and Town.  Penny mentioned that she should have a formal request to use the field from Exeter and she will pursue that request.  Discussion followed regarding Unitil field, old High School fields in Exeter, and John A. noted that it was understood that the agreement with Exeter Junior League was still understood to be in effect from prior year.  

· No reports on Softball or Soccer at this time.

· President Steve McDonough gave the Baseball Coordinator report – 1) If someone came forth to do so with nine kids they could enter a purely Kensington team in the Kingston League {Majors/Minors} and have all away games due to potential scheduling conflicts with other teams/field availability in town. 2) Peter Stackhouse is the longest serving KYAA member and a motion was made by Steve, seconded by Dave Podalsky, and unanimously approved by all present for 0-50 dollars for a sports instructional book to be donated in Peter’s name to be donated to the KES library.

· John Andreasse commented that he is in full agreement with the gift for Peter Stackhouse and that in the future KYAA may want to have a ‘Hall of Fame’ or an appreciation dinner once a year, both to thank KYAA participants that are exceptional and added bonus of raising town awareness of the KYAA.  

· Per the bylaws, President Steve McDonough asked for any thoughts prior to the election of President and there were none.
· President Steve McDonough held election for the KYAA president and Tom Feiden was voted unanimously in a paper ballot uncontested election as the next president pending the appropriate back ground check.  At this time the meeting was adjourned but informal discussion followed and an overview of those discussion follow.

· Secretary Tim Cannon mentioned that Exeter coaches and assistants have an easy, convenient, and personal manner to register online at Kid Safe and they report any issues to the organization as appropriate.  He put forth that in the near future KYAA should pursue this as much easier means to facilitate back ground checks.
· Tim Cannon reminded those present that the insurance renewal, under the current bylaws falls under the responsibility of the President, comes up in February of each year.

· Penny Peterson asked for contact regarding the Recreation Committee and usage of the baseball fields this spring by Exeter Junior League to ensure that there are no issues.

· Diamond League Coordinator position comes open, John Sawyer interested in offering an additional team for Kensington kids to play baseball in the Diamond League.  Last year it was decided that KYAA would not support both leagues citing that it potentially could be an issue with field availability and scheduling.    Those of us board members there voiced that if John Sawyer so desired he should pursue involvement in the Diamond League and then needs to approach KYAA with a proposal of what involvement and role the KYAA would play in facilitating such an endeavor.  
· It was noted that in the Rookie league there is an all Kensington team.

· The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, Dec. 19th, 7pm at the KES library.

· Gary Bonitatibus expressed interest in becoming and running for the KYAA Treasurer position now available.

· On Sawyer field they reviewed and are awaiting bids on extending the backstop to be discussed in future.

· Discussion of fields: gate broken near shed on Sawyer field and need for dirt on infield at Town Park baseball infield.  The Rec. Dept purchased new bleachers for the Town Park.  There was discussion of moving some rocks to prevent cars from access to the Town Park as well as the gate/lock issue in that it is missing again.  Rec. Dept will pursue these things.

· A committee to evaluate and modify the KYAA bylaws was formed, headed by President Tom Feiden, with John Andreasse and Tim Cannon assisting.   More information forthcoming their recommendations next meeting.

· The secretary will pursue: 1) Bylaws reform committee 2) Pursue background check for new KYAA president Tom Feiden 3) Verify the organizations non-profit status with the state 4) type and distribute the minutes from Oct & Nov meetings 5) secure KYAA archives 6) Become a signature at the bank {particularly interim until elections in 2007} 7) Work on proposal for KYAA website 
· For the December meeting here are some of the agenda items: 1) Proposed changes to Bylaws 2) Report on our status with the state 3) Speak about what constitutes membership and KYAA structure {and reflect this in the Bylaws if need be}.
